	 More pupils accessing afterschool sports activities than in 2021/22
Review of current provision has led to more teacher involvement in sport and PE teaching within the curriculum and raised expectations.  More sports clubs are being offered across all key stages and the participation of the school in intra and inter events has also increased. Specialist coaches have been employed improving the level of performance and enjoyment of our teams in inter school sports competitions.
	 Fitness levels across the school are still an issue and uptake of endurance sports such as cross-country running is still low. 
 Following analysis and consultation with staff and pupils and other schools a new more engaging scheme for PE to be brought into.
